       Nick Hanson received a Bachelor of Arts degree from             

Concordia University, Irvine, California, as a major in music             

with a concentration in handbells. He is currently in his 13th year  

as the director of handbell ensembles at the Potomac School in 

McLean, Virginia, teaching private handbell lessons and              

instrumental music to 5th–12th grade students in four handbell        

ensembles. He is also in his 11th year as the handbell director at 

Bush Hill Presbyterian Church in Alexandria, Virginia.  

       Nick has served as faculty, clinician, and conductor at handbell 

events in 15 states (including Washington, DC) and internationally 

in Hong Kong, Taiwan, and Singapore. In 2015, Nick was chosen as 

the first-ever Associate Conductor for Distinctly Bronze under the 

mentorship of renowned conductor Dr. William A. Payn. Also in 

2015, Nick conducted the Distinctly Teen ensemble at the Handbell Musicians of America National 

Seminar in Dallas, Texas. Most recently, Nick was the 2018 guest  foreign conductor for the 

“Showtime” concert performed by Ministry of Bellz, the premier handbell ensemble of Singapore. He 

has written articles for the Overtones national handbell magazine and has arranged and composed 

over 40 pieces of handbell music.

Other engage- 
                                          ments have included sessions for the American Guild of Organists; the New York, New 
Jersey, Pennsylvania and Texas Music Educators Conferences; Choristers Guild; Presbyterian Association of  
Musicians Conferences; the St. Olaf Church Music Conference; and International Handbell Symposia in Japan, 
England, Korea, Australia and the United States. 2019 engagements include:  Texas Music Educators Conference, 
HMA Area 2 Festival Conference and the Lutheridge Music & Worship Week. 
 

She traveled with the Westminster Concert Bell Choir during a critically acclaimed 15-city North American  
“A Royal Christmas” tour, performing with Julie Andrews, Christopher Plummer, Charlotte Church and the Royal 
Philharmonic Concert Orchestra.  
 

The Westminster Concert Bell Choir under the direction of Mrs. Shaw made its Carnegie Hall debut in December 
2001 as the first American handbell ensemble to perform there.  They have also been featured on Lifetime Televi-
sion, QVC, NBC’s TODAY Show, New Jersey Network, Mister Rogers’ Neighborhood and NBC’s nationally 
televised Lighting of the Rockefeller Center Christmas Tree.  She has also produced eight recordings with the 
Westminster Concert Bell Choir. 
 

Mrs. Shaw is also the recipient of an Alumni Merit Award from Westminster Choir College of Rider University  
in recognition of her dedication to the art of handbell ringing and her enthusiasm and accomplishments in the 
classroom as well as the concert hall.

David M. Harris has been the director of The Raleigh Ringers since January 1990, when  
he was instrumental in the formation of the group.  David studied music while earning a 
degree in computer science at the Pennsylvania State University and has received private  
instruction in conducting from Dr. William A. Payn of Bucknell University. David was the 
director of the handbell program at Hudson Memorial Presbyterian Church, and has served 
Handbell Musicians of America (formerly the American Guild of English Handbell Ringers -
AGEHR) as North Carolina State Chairman and as Area III Treasurer. He chaired the nation-
al committee that planned the very first Community/Professional Handbell Choir event,  
Pinnacle 2000, which was held in Las Vegas, Nevada.   
 
David is in increasing demand as a clinician and guest conductor, and has led several national 
Handbell Musicians of America events as well as serving as the primary handbell clinician 
for denominational music events, such as those held at Montreat, Lake Junaluska and Lutheridge. After growing up in 
the Northeast, David moved to Raleigh with his wife, Kristina.
